
 
 
 
 
 

 

The Minister for Transport and Minister for Regional Transport and 
Roads have approved free public transport for veterans and their 
families for Anzac Day.  The entitlement will allow a larger cohort of 
veterans to attend reunions and other Anzac Day related events.  
 
Veterans and their families are entitled to free travel on Saturday,     
25th April 2026 for those services that operate on Public Holidays. 
 
Persons Eligible: 
• Members or Ex-Members of the Australian 

Defence Force and their carers; and  
• Spouses, children, and grandchildren of 

deceased service personnel; and 
• Spouses, children and grandchildren of 

living war veterans  
 
Free Travel recipients are required to: 
• Wear the Australian Defence Uniform, or 
• Display service medals; or 
• Carry a letter of accreditation on the letterhead of a branch of the 

RSL or other recognised ex-services organisation; or 
• Present a war widow’s gold card 
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
